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Abstract                 Research Paper 

The aim of this investigation is to determine the 
Covid-19 epidemic and their depression level and psychological resilience level and to examine in 
terms of several variables. This study group of the research which conducted with correlational 
survey model constitutes 275 college students in total, including 134 man and 141 woman. 
Coronavirus 19 Phobia Scale, Beck Depression Inventory and Psychological Resilience Scale were 
applied to this study group. Pearson Correlation Analysis was conducted to determine relation 
between fear of the Covid-19 epidemic and depression and relation between fear of the Covid-19 
epidemic and psychological resilience. To determine the level of fear of the Covid-19 epidemic and 
depression and between fear of the Covid-19 epidemic and psychological resilience differs 
according, to gender, as to whether participants' vicinity infected with COVID-19 and as to whether 
participants have family members in risk group One-Way Manova Analysis was performed. As a 
result, a significant correlation was found between the fear of the Covid-19 epidemic and depression 
and psychological resilience. In additional, the level of fear of the Covid-19 epidemic and

depression differs to gender, as to whether participants' vicinity infected with COVID-19 and as to 
whether participants have family members in risk group. As for the level of fear of the Covid-19 
epidemic and psychological resilience, this relationship differs to participants' as to whether 
partipicants' have family members in risk group. The findings were discussed in consideration of 
the literature and suggestions were given to people whose working in the field.
